Stand at the sound

7 large cards A4 size - diagraphs or vowels sounds 

Place them across the blackboard.

Select 7 students and have them come out the front.

Say a word that has one of those particular sounds within, the student’s line up in front of the card.  Last student or students that are incorrect sit down.  Continue until one student remains. 

Pebble Game

Resources

A ball or any item that can be passed around quickly.

Music CD

You write a particular sound on the blackboard or say a sound.

Play the music – students pass the item around.

Stop music – the person with the ball must say a word with this sound.  Continue until all known words are used.

Words can be repeated, however don’t encourage this.

Jingles/Silly Sentences

Paper

Sound sheet

Students are given a selection of words with a particular sound.

In a group or pairs they have to make up a jungle using those words.

Present to class / use in dictation.

Circle  Swap

Set of cards with various sounds (only 2 0r 3 cards with the same sound)

Students sit in a circle and each student has a card.

Teacher or student calls out a word.

Students with that sound stand up and swap places.

You can make it more interesting by calling out words that have 2 or more of the sounds.

North/South/East/West

A4 x 4 sized vowel sounds that have a similar sound. ie  ow, ou, ir,er etc.

4 students take these sounds and stand in different parts of the classroom.

Select a group of students and have them at the front.

Teacher tells a single student a word – the student then has to go and stand in front of the correct vowel sound (It’s best if these words are unknown to the student so that they have to listen to the sound rather than rely on their memory)

Write the word on the board and ask the student and class if they are at the correct sound – if not get them to go to the correct sound.

Continue until all students have had a turn.

Bingo

Teacher place a selection of words on the blackboard

Students make their own selection and write the words down in the grid.

Teacher then calls out the sound and students mark the word that contains that sound.

You can do it 3 across, 3 diagonally or all words marked out.

Be careful that you rub the words of the blackboard and students only listen to the sound not the spelling.

Board Games

A simple board game grid with cards containing the sounds that you want to practice.  Students move around the board and when they land on a new space they have to take a card and show the other students.  They need to say the word correctly to stay on that space.

Matching/Memory Games

Sounds and words cards.  

Turn face down- a student selects two cards – they say the sound and the word if they match they keep them if not turn over. Continue until all cards are pairs.

Throw and Say

Give students a sheet that has numbered sound headings- listed under these headings are words that you want them to practice saying.

In pairs with a dice they throw the dice and what ever number they get they say a word from that sound list.  Their partner can not repeat that word.  Continue until all words have been said.
